Are AMSOIL Dominator® Synthetic 5W‐20 (RD20) and 10W‐30 (RD30) Racing Oils good for racing karts? What 
are the differences between Dominator and Briggs 4T Racing Oil?

Briggs Synthetic 4T Racing Oil is formulated specifically to handle the severity of Briggs & Stratton modified 
competition engines as well as stock engines. Briggs 4T replaces both light- and medium-weight oils.  It 
provides the protection of a higher viscosity oil yet the horsepower of a light weight oil.  AMSOIL Dominator 
Racing Oils are built differently and while they will work in kart engines neither the Dominator 10W-30 or 5W-
20 can replace Briggs Synthetic 4T all on its own.  Dominator 5W‐20 can be used in stock kart racing engines 
and Dominator 10W‐30 can be used in stock and modified kart racing engines. 
 

8. Question:  
Can Briggs Synthetic 4T Racing Oil be used with methanol fuel?
